a. He s the final word
b. He is the absolute word
i. We have words about him - but he is the true word
ii. God once used prophets and signs
iii. Now God has revealed his nature AND HIS WILL: Jesus
3. “Beginnings are apt to be shadowy” - we only can know what was remembered and
written down.
